The play, expertly delivered by professional actors, is informative, thought-provoking and
entertaining and can be followed by up to 2 workshops (of approximately 50 pupils each). It
is available from Monday 4" February 2008 until the 28" March 2008 at a cost of £285.

After the performance the actors will
lead a workshop with the children
exploring the various issues that have
arisen from the play. Pupils will be
encouraged to examine the actions of
the characters and how they could have
made better choices.

The workshop will consist of various
forum theatre activities helping the
children to identify different forms of
bullying and how to combat it.

The play is delivered by professional
actors and lasts for approximately 45
minutes. This is followed by up to 2
participatory workshops (maximum 60
pupils in each) lasting 30 minutes.
